Hello to you during this autumn season.  We are trying to make our classroom look fallish.  The brisk morning air sure feels like fall.

**Our Recognition Test is Thursday—Aa-Ff, and numerals 0-15.  

  Ask your child what they know about sin.  We ALL sin.  Sin has been in the world since Adam and Eve’s sin.  We know about the devil tempting us all of the time, and how we have to try to resist.  Jesus is disappointed in us when we sin, but never stops loving us, and continues to be with us.

We had such enormous fun with Enor and Elinor Elephant this week.  They made the learning of the “e” sound exciting.  “E” is kind of a tough sound (and pretty close to the “a” sound), but we are working hard to recognize it.  We’re sorry that Elinor was so exhausted from her cold--there’s nothing worse than an elephant with a stuffed up nose!! HA!  See if your child can tell you about the badge that Enor wears, and what the emergency call is for the team.  Don’t forget we have a new song for Enor.  We are starting some SIGHT WORDS.  These are exactly what they say--we aren’t sounding these out yet--they are simply practiced and recognized on sight.   The first word is “a”.  For those of you who have children who are reading, I promise there will be more of a challenge.  For the rest of you, I suggest that you keep a running list of these words as they are introduced.  They’ll come slowly at first, but will pick up speed.  

We continue to emphasize the recognition and formation of the beginning numerals.  Some of these beginning numbers are tough to write.  We are getting a taste of the “twenties”, and will soon be adding the “thirties” as we do the calendar, and count the number of days that we’ve been in school. We are still working on our booklets.  We can count to 100 by 10’s.  Have your child sing the song for you.  

We did a short unit on Johnny Appleseed this week.  His birthday was last Monday.  See if your child can tell you his REAL name.  How did he get the name JOHNNY APPLESEED?  What did he wear for a hat?  Can they tell you about his snowshoes?    We learned a new prayer for snack time.  Maybe your child would like to sing this prayer for your meal time—Oh the Lord is good to me, and so I thank the Lord for giving me the things I need—the sun and the rain and the apple seed—Amen, Amen, Amen Amen Amen—AMEN!

Don’t forget—I’ll be testing BIRTH DATE on October 11.  

We are beginning to work on writing last names.  I’ll begin to require this on many of their papers.  For awhile, they can use their name tag as a model, but they need to be able to do this for memory soon.  Some may require some out of class work.  

**The permission slip for our field trip to the pumpkin patch is in today’s folder.  The permission slip AND money must be turned in together.  I can take as many parents as would like to go on this trip.  Unfortunately, there is also a charge for you--$3.50.  That is farm admission.  This is due by Thursday—October 6.
