Hello to you from the Kindergarten!  Most of the children are learning to be better listeners, and we’re ready to “roll”.    I am enjoying my time with them.  Hope that the reverse is true also.

In Jesus Time, we continued our story of creation.  We have completed up through day 5, when God made people.  Let your child tell you how He did this.  Our booklet will soon be completed, and will come home for you to see.  Our Bible verse continues to be:  IN THE BEGINNING, GOD CREATED THE HEAVENS AND THE EARTH, and we’ve added  ALL THINGS WERE MADE BY HIM.  Your child should have come home with a “Creation Bottle” this week.  The bottom “layer” signifies water, the middle—land, and the top—sky.  “THIS IS GOOD”.  This   was an activity during Centers.  Thanks to Hailie and her family for saving all of these bottles!

This was “Cc” week, and Curly Caterpillar and Calvin Clown crawled into our classroom to help us with this letter.  It was great fun to wear our caps all day on Cap Day.  The letter papers continue to be fun for us to look at.  They seem to get better each week.  You might offer your child help by asking what was in the “Letter Jar”, and the Happy Sacks. What kinds of things were in the “C Box” (or whatever letter), what letter books were read?  They are exposed to many things throughout the week that begin with the letter of the week.  OR you may find a page in a magazine, and ask your child to find the item that begins with the letter that you’re looking for.  Each week, they are told to think of their favorite THING beginning with the letter of the week.  We then draw a picture of their favorite on Friday.  You might want to help your child throughout the week to think of something that would be their favorite.   I hope that your child will be able to sing the song about poor Curly.  See what they can remember about the story of Curly.  

In Math, we’re working on recognizing numerals 0-15.  DON’T FORGET, WE’LL TEST ON THE RECOGNITION OF 0-15 ON OCTOBER 6.  At this time, I’ll also test over recognizing Aa-Ff. We “drill” on these daily, but it is always a good idea to practice with your child, as this increases confidence.    We’re also practicing writing numerals 0-5.  We’re working on right hand/left hand--we’re good at that.  **Don’t forget that we’ll test on telephone numbers NEXT TUESDAY—September 20.  It would be helpful to review (or work on this) before  the testing.  Today was our 19th day of school.  We are also learning to count to 100 by 10’s.  This goes along with our “clip collection” and our 100th day sticker.  Have your child sing to 100 by 10’s for you.  At the time of this “writing”, I did NOT test the children over the days of the week on Wednesday, due to my “bug” and absence.  We will do that upon my return.

The HAPPY SACKS will come home on Monday with Josh, MacKenzie, Khaia, and Kambria.  Please begin to think of that special “D” thing.  We’ll be waiting.  

We’re happy to have added DJ, Drake, and Reggie to our sticker chart, with 10 books read.  Congratulations to Kambria and Bob for earning a certificate for 50 books read—WOOPEEEEE!   Remember, there is a minimum of 10 books read per month.  We will have been in kindergarten for one month on September 25.  There are still 6 who need to turn in their first list.
