Dear Parents,

A big THANKS from the bottom of my heart for the 20 kindergartners (and their families) who rearranged schedules and did the juggling necessary to get their child to sing in last Sunday’s church service.  I was very pleased with their singing and their church behavior.  THANKS!

In Jesus time, we discussed sin.   It was a big surprise to some of us that we ALL sin.  We know that the devil is “behind” our sinning, and that we need to work to resist his “tricks”.  When we sin, God is very disappointed in is, but still loves us.  He will never stop loving us.  We need to remember to ask Him to forgive us our prayers daily.  Our “Jesus Savior Wash Away” prayer at the end of many of our school days would be a good bed time prayer—ending our day by asking for forgiveness for our sins.

We found “F” week to be fabulous, as we did some fantastic activities.  Friendly Frog and his frog friend, Freddy, helped us as we learned about the letter “f” and its sound.  Speaking of the sound of “f”, see if your child can tell you why our “f” workbook page has a cat at the top of it.  We have a nickname for the letter “f”--the lip cooler.  Can your child tell you why?  Maybe you’d like to hear the song and the story about Friendly.  Did you hear how Friendly blows out a fire?  We’re going to try it the next time we have birthday candles to blow out.  Let your child show you.  We read a story about a boy who wanted freckles, called Freckle Juice.  This was an on-going story that took us the entire week to finish.  Ask them if they’d like “freckle juice” for breakfast tomorrow! Ha!  
**GOOD  NEWS for you.  There will be no letter paper next week.  With picture day on Wednesday, the pumpkin patch on Thursday, and No School on Friday, I figured that there wouldn’t be time to get all of the activities and practice in with the letter “G”.  

We added a new word this week.  We are beginning to read the word “I”.  I suggest that you keep a running list of these words, as these will come more quickly, and we will test over these.  

We are working on patterns in math.  We’ve been doing many counting activities involving counting of objects.  This gives us counting practice, and also practice in writing the numbers.

The recognition test is in today’s folder.  Practice those that are circled.  Our Dinosaur Booklet is in today’s folder.  Let your child tell you some of the characteristics of these huge animals.  

Wow--the book lists keep pouring in. Congratulations to Hailie and Alex A. for 50 books read.  Khaia and Elizabeth have gotten their first sticker on the chart.  Keep ‘em comin’!

**The field trip isThursday—October13.  All Children will come to the AM session.  Doors open at 8:15.  Children need to arrive by 8:30.
