Dear Parents,

Our second quarter is well underway, and we are trying to do more an more of our work independently—directions given, pictures explained, and then they select their own answers.  Most of us are able to write our last names.  If your child isn’t able to do that yet, a little more practice is always helpful.  We are working more and more on sounds, the next recognition test that we have will also include a section on sounds identification.  And, as I suggested at our conference, please help your child to stay familiar with the sight words.  You’ll find some papers in this week’s folder where we practiced these.  Continue to review/practice/drill at home.  PRACTICE MAKES PERMANENT.

I surveyed you at conference on your use of our Kindergarten Web Page.  It is for YOU to use.  I always think that the pictures are a fun way for you to get acquainted with your child’s classmates. I change it weekly (sometime over the weekend).  The pictures are changed, as well as Sight Words added, Kindergarten Kids, a list of Upcoming Events, and some of the Homework is updated.  You can get to the page by going to www.atonementbb.com   or going to the Atonement school web page, and click on my name.  I know that our days and weeks are crammed full, but you might enjoy seeing your child and his/her classmates in action.

In Jesus Time this week, we heard the story of the boy Joseph.  See what your child can tell you about how father Jacob felt about the young boy Joseph.  How did his brothers feel about him?  Have them tell you about Joseph’s dreams.

We worked on the “I” sound this week.  We know that it has two sounds--it says its name as in IRON, and the other sound is in the word IGLOO.  We were visited by Inky Inchworm and Iggy Iguana.  We added the word can. I can really tell that some of the children are working on learning these sight words at home.  We practice them in several different ways here.  The words will become more frequent, so don’t get behind.  The Book in a Bag will come home again on Monday.  However, these will also become more frequent, so get into the practice of returning them quickly.     Don’t forget to write the name of the book and sign.    Please get these back within 2 or 3 days.

We are currently working on making and recognizing different patterns.  We can identify an AB pattern (red, blue, red, blue  OR stand, sit, etc), ABB—red, blue, blue, red, blue, blue, AND AAB—red, red, blue, etc.  We are having to complete patterns, and also fill in missing  symbols to patterns. We are learning to make our own patterns.  

Happy Sacks will come home on Monday with MacKenzie, Nataley, Lane, and Legend.   Be thinking of that unique “J” item for us to see.
