Dear Parents,

We’ve begun our Thanksgiving Unit for Jesus Time.  We’ve discussed blessings, and named some of ours.  We’ve begun to learn about the Pilgrims—this will be tied into our Jesus Time.  Our Bible words were:  Oh give thanks to the Lord.  Your child should be able to tell you what country the Pilgrims were living in, and why they wanted to leave.  They should be able to tell you the names of the two boats, and something that happened to the Speedwell shortly after they left.  They should be able to tell you about a happy event on the trip, that it lasted 66 days, and that they landed in Plymouth Rock, Massachusetts.  We have discussed our freedom of religion.  

Jolly Jogger just jogged right into our room to help us with the letter “J” and it’s sound.  We first of all learned a song that taught us to spell JESUS—quiz them on it.  Our new words were:  Jesus, and the (we know that our tongue goes between our teeth when we say a “th” word).  Keep working at home.  As I’ve said before, these are SIGHT words, and basically have to be memorized—to recognize on sight.  We work on these in some way each day, but most likely, your child will also need some practices and drills at home.  There is a page in today’s folder marked “DICTATION”.  These will become more frequent.  I would give a letter, and the case of the letter.  They either had to look at the chart, or write it for memory.    Because of the busy “holiday schedule”, we won’t actually test on these again until after the first of the year.  Make sure that you continue to do a little extra practice at home also.  It is always helpful to practice at home for added confidence.

We continue to work on patterns in math.  We have finished Unit 2, and have begun Unit 3.  We’ve started with one to one matching, and counting objects.
