We also have been exposed to quotation marks, and are learning how to use them.  This will be on going, as we will have some tasks soon where we are finding the quotation in a sentence.  We added these words:  nap, yellow and Tig.  Please continue to return the READ sheets (the ones with a signature), and I’m suggesting that you keep these, and continue to practice the circled words.  These will come home in Friday folders.  We added some more words to the “squiggly” box on our board.  These are words that we’ve been exposed to, we’ve worked on sounding them out, and will soon be on our word list.  In our squiggly box, we have Sam, map, and sap.  We also saw how we could read words with the same endings—like map, nap, lap, cap, sap, zap, gap, etc.  This is an excellent activity—for home also.  We’re SOUNDING OUT many more words.  We’ll still refer to them as the SIGHT WORDS, but we’re using those sounds more and more.  
Our Math continues to give us some practice with the shapes.  BUT, we are going to begin doing some simple addition.  We’ll do this with pictures and manipulatives.
Congratulations to Alex M who earned his certificate for 450 books read, and Bob for 150 books!  Way to go!  Lookin’ forward to more lists to come in.
