TOMORROW is our field trip to the Pumpkin Patch.  Don’t forget that ALL children need to arrive between 8:15 and 8:30.  Adults who are going along need to also be in the room by 8:30 so that you can hear the rules that we’ll be following and be teamed up with your group.  Do not send book bags or snacks (if going to child care, you may bring your lunch to the room, or take it directly to child care).  Dress for outdoor play.  We’ll go even if it is raining, but will WAIT at school if it is actually storming.  You MAY want to send a flashlight, but if so, please have it marked with your name, and have it connected to a belt loop, in a pocket, etc.  FUN TIMES ARE COMING--PRAY FOR SUNSHINE! Dismissal will be at 11:30 AM.

NO SCHOOL ON FRIDAY.  It is a Professional Development Day for the teachers.

In Jesus Time we started a little book called GOD MADE PUMPKINS.  This is based on the book that we’ve been reading called THE PUMPKIN PATCH PARABLE.  We’ve learned that a parable is a story that Jesus told to teach us a lesson.  Our Bible words are:  Let your light so shine.  See if your child can tell you how we try to let our lights shine.  

We did not do a letter this week due to the shorten week.  We did work on our two sight words—a, and an,
and added I this week.  Next week, a small book will come home to reinforce some of these sight words.  These books go with our reading series, and even though they LOOK like a 39 cents book, to replace these books, they are $7.00 each (if you lose, the cost is yours).  PLEASE return it within a day or two, and keep track of the bag and the card inside.   I have done the first one for you—you simply need to sign or initial right after the title.  From this time on, I will date them, and ask that YOU write the title (the word and the picture), and sign.  This is my only record of the books that your child has completed, so don’t misplace that card.  Watch for these on Monday, October 17.  

In math, we continue to work on number recognition.  We are now trying to remember that ones are called teens, twos are called twenties, AND threes are called thirties.  We are into patterning—the subject for the second unit of math.  We know an AB pattern (like red, blue, red, blue), and ABB pattern (red, blue, blue, red, blue, blue) and a AAB (red, red, blue).

We did a short unit this week on Christopher Columbus.  Ask your child what Columbus wanted to do.  See if they can tell you whose permission he needed to make the trip.  Why did they say NO.  What changed their minds?  Can they tell you the names of Columbus’ ships?  They should be able to sing a song about Columbus.
We did many Red, White and Blue activities.  Thanks for helping out with our patriotic clothing on Tuesday.




We got several book lists in this week, but at the time that this is being printed, Jeremiah is the only certificate earner.  CONGRATULATIONS to, you, Jeremiah.  Keep those lists coming.
