Dear Parents,

Greetings to you as we experience the first brisk fall weather.  Burrrrr!

In Jesus Time we continued to talk about sin, and how Adam and Eve actually brought sin into our world.  We know that God sent a Savior to take our sins away.  This is being “tied into” some songs that we’re beginning to learn that will be sung at our Christmas program on December 8.  Our Bible words were:  For God so love the world that he gave His only son.  We continued our activity with the book GOD MADE PUMPKINS.  We’re making our own Pumpkin book that will soon come home.

It was simply a grand week.  The “G” puppets were Goofy Ghost and Gweny Guinea .  We got to make some green and gold glittery G’s.  We have a Goofy song to share with you.  Beware!  Your child will probably be trying to scare you the way Goofy does!  An excellent sound exercise drill for you and your child to go through is to think up a word to go with each letter of the alphabet (a-g).  We have been doing this in class. We began to introduce some “g” words that we hope to be able to read soon.  We are working on the words “go” and “God”.  Some of the children were already able to read these words, but we will continue to drill on them throughout the weeks, and add others as we go along.  Even though I will show them how to put the sounds together to make these words, these are going to be on a SIGHT WORD list--words that we simply recognize.  SUGGESTION:  Start a list of these words at home to practice on, and point out when you are doing book reading.  I will add new ones throughout the alphabet.  Keep a running list.   This is how reading begins.  Watch for those Books in a Bag to come home.  They will come home again on Monday.  PLEASE remember that YOU are to write the book title (the word and a picture, and then sign or initial). Keep the index card in the bag.  **This week, “H” papers will also come home on MONDAY, since we have a short week. If next week  looks busy, maybe you and your child could search for some “H” things over the weekend.

As we count the days of the school year, we’ve been trying to remember that “ones” are called “teens”, “twos” are called “twenties” and now, “threes” are called “thirties” and now, “fours” are called “forties”.    That helps us as we practice writing those numbers, as well as recognizing them.  We’re also doing a great deal with patterns.  We’ve gotten some extra practice in centers also.

Happy Sacks will come home on Monday with Alyssa, Alex M., Alex A. and DJ.  We’ll be waiting to see a special “H” thing.  These will be due BY THURSDAY this week.

Books Read certificates went to Alex M—200, Josh—150, Morgan, MacKenzie, Tyler and Ian—50 books. Let’s keep moving!  Don’t forget the Books in a Bag.  In today’s folder, there is a form to tally pages of books for a free ticket to Raging River.  Note the dates—MUST BE RETURNED BY DECEMBER 9th.
